The difference between IDEA and OPINION is easily seen when looking at the definitions: 

IDEA:  a thought, a concept, a creation 

OPINION: a viewpoint, a judgment, a belief 

Although the two words are sometimes used as synonyms, look at these examples to 

understand the difference . . .

The sentence reads: Opinion is divided as to whether cannabis should be legalized.
